THE  LEGAL  PROFESSION  (ELIGIBILITY  FOR  ADMISSION) 
(NO. 3)  ORDER, 2008

1. This Order may be cited as the Legal Profession (Eligibility for
Admission) (No. 3) Order, 2008.

2. The person referred to in Part I of the Schedule, being a
Commonwealth citizen admitted to practise law in England and Wales
for not less than ten years, is eligible to be admitted to practise law
in Trinidad and Tobago subject to the terms and conditions specified in
Part II of the Schedule.

PART I

PART II

Mr. Ivan Krolic is eligible to be admitted to practise law as an attorney-at-law in rela-
tion to the following cause and any matters, suits or other proceedings arising out of or in
connection with the said cause namely:

Judicial Review Proceedings brought by Maritime General Insurance Co. Ltd. and
Fidelity Finance and Leasing Co. Ltd. in respect of the decision of the Chief Magistrate
in Magisterial Complaints Nos. 7648 of 2002 and 3686 to 3705 of 2002.
