Explanatory Note

indicate its general purport)

Clause 1 of the Bill would provide the short title of the Bill.

Clause 2 of the Bill would provide for the interpretation of
“the regulations”.

Clause 3 of the Bill would amend the Pensions Act, Chap. 23:52
by inserting three sections—164, 16B and 16¢C. Section 16A would
provide for the computation of pension in an acting capacity, prior
to compulsory retirement. Section 16B would provide for the
computation of pension on promotion following acting, prior to
compulsory retirement. Section 16¢ would provide for the commence-
ment date of the Act, for which this is the Bill.
