ENACTED by the Parliament of Trinidad and Tobago as Enactment
follows:—

1. This Act may be cited as the President’s short title
Emoluments (Amendment) Act, 2009.

2. In this Act, “the Act” means the President’s
Emoluments Act.

3. The Act 1s amended by inserting after section 3, the
following section:

“Review of
pension
payable to
President

3A. (1) Every person referred to in
section 3(1) is eligible on every sixth
anniversary of the date he ceased to be
President for a revised pension equivalent
to the salary payable to the incumbent on
that date.

(2) A person who has exercised the
option under section 3(2) is not eligible to
exercise an option in respect of a revised
pension under subsection (1).

(3) A person referred to 1n
subsection (1) who has ceased to hold office
for more than six years before 1st April,
2008, 1s entitled to the revised pension
referred to in subsection (1) as of 1st April,
2008.”.

4. The Act is amended in section 5—

(a) by renumbering subsections (3) and (4) as

subsections (4) and (5); and

(b) by inserting after subsection (2) the

following subsection:

“@B) In calculating the annual
pension of a widow mentioned in
subsection (2), the formula set out in
section 3A(1) shall apply as though the
person mentioned in subsection (2)
1s alive.”.
