
AN ACT to amend the Supreme Court of Judicature Act,
Chap. 4:01

[Assented to 7th April, 2010]

ENACTED by the Parliament of Trinidad and Tobago as
follows:

1. This Act may be cited as the Supreme Court of
Judicature (Amendment) Act, 2010.
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2. In this Act, “the Act” means the Supreme Court of
Judicature Act.

3. Section 5 of the Act is amended in subsection (1), by
deleting the word “twenty-three” and substituting the
word “thirty-six”.

4. Section 6 of the Act is amended in subsection (1),
by deleting the word “nine” and substituting the word
“twelve”.
