Now, therefore, I, GEORGE MAXWELL RICHARDS, President as
aforesaid, do hereby appoint the Red House, Port-of-Spain, Trinidad, as
the place at which the First Session of the Tenth Parliament of the
Republic of Trinidad and Tobago shall be held and 1.30 p.m. on Friday
the 18th day of June, 2010, as the time at which the said Session shall
commence.
