2. This Order has effect between 6.00 a.m. on Friday 31st August, Duration
2012 and 6.00 a.m. on Saturday 1st September, 2012.

(vi) Frederick Street, between Queen’s Park West and
Park Street;

(b) from 6.00 a.m. to 11.00 a.m. on Park Street, between
Frederick Street and St. Vincent Street;

(¢) from 6.00 a.m. to 12.00 noon on—

(1) Western Main Road, between Tragarete Road and
Long Circular Road junctions; and

(11) Tragarete Road,
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(d) from 6.00 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. on Long Circular Road, between
Western Main Road and Patna Street; and

(e) from 12.00 noon on Friday 31st August, 2012 to 6.00 a.m. on
Saturday 1st September, 2012 on—

(1) Queen’s Park West, from Chancery Lane to Queen’s
Royal College Roundabout;

(i1) Maraval Road, from Queen’s Royal College
Roundabout to St. Clair Roundabout;

(i11) Circular Road, from St. Clair Roundabout to St. Ann’s
Roundabout;

(iv) Queen’s Park East, from St. Ann’s Roundabout to
Queen’s Park West; and

(v) Charlotte Street, from Queen’s Park West to New

Street.

(i11) Elizabeth Street, between Tragarete Road and Hayes
Street;

(iv) Hayes Street, between Serpentine Road and Alexandra
Street;

(v) Havelock Street;
(vi) Broome Street; and

(vii) Kavanagh Street.
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5. Between 6.00 a.m. on Friday 31st August, 2012 and 6.00 a.m. on Two-way
Saturday 1st September, 2012, vehicular traffic shall proceed in both "™
directions on—

(1) Ariapita Avenue, between Colville Street and Belle Smythe
Street; and

(i) Damain street, between Tragarete Road and Warren Street.
