The proposed 914.40 mm (36.00-inch) North-Eastern Onshore (NEO) Pipeline will begin in the vicinity
of the Mayaro Bay Regulator Station west of the Mayaro Guayaguayare Road. It would be
constructed within NGCG® existing Right of Way (ROW) and will continue for approximately
10.02 km (6.23 miles) in a south-westerly direction along the southern side of the existing
