(b) the St. James route, from the taxi stand on Hart Street,
shall operate from the northern side of Independence
Square North, between Frederick Street and Henry Street.

5. Without prejudice to any other liability incurred by the Removal and
commission of a summary offence, vehicles found parked ing;‘gg}‘fﬁ;;‘g
contravention of this Order may be removed by the Police and unlawfully
impounded and dealt with in accordance with section 108(1)(b) of the parked

Motor Vehicles and Road Traffic Act.
